That means
protecting animals in danger by law, opening more national parks, building fewer new roads,
planting more new forests, cutting pollution.

Today, people travel much more than they used to. Due to contemporary transportation means,
globalization and integration, the most distant places have become easily accessible.

To make the farm's popula-
tion diverse, dad brought a couple of camels, several fallow deer and some roe deer. We certain-
ly didn't get any income selling milk or meat, but surprisingly many city people came to spend
weekends in our farmhouse. They brought children with them — the children were happy to see
